Character: the qualities built into an individual's life that determine their responses, regardless of circumstances.

Initiative: Recognizing and doing what needs to be done before | am asked to do it

Derivation: The English word initiative came from the Latin verb initiare, which means “to begin; to
originate.”

Ask others about their day, and take the time to listen to their answers.
